Completely conformed to the image of Jesus Christ our Saviour.
The new man (mind and spirit) is brought back in the clouds, the body is called from the grave, glorified, united with the new man and taken to heaven to live with God forever. 1. Adam Before the Fall
Adam before the fall:

Adam was perfect, because God cannot create sin.

Adam was sinless.

Eccl. 7:29  Lo, this only have I found, that God hath made man upright; but they have sought out many inventions.

Adam had the ability to sin. 

Adam was a creation of God.
Gen. 1:26 ¶  And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.

27  So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them. 

28  And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.

29 ¶  And God said, Behold, I have given you every herb bearing seed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree, in the which is the fruit of a tree yielding seed; to you it shall be for meat.

30  And to every beast of the earth, and to every fowl of the air, and to every thing that creepeth upon the earth, wherein there is life, I have given every green herb for meat: and it was so.

Adam had no faith. He did not need any.

Adam did not love God. Only those born of God love God.

Adam was the only person in the human family who could make a choice and cause God to change his eternal destiny.

Adam before the fall

Adam had a body like the son of God, like Jesus would come into the world with, a prepared body, but not virgin born, not conceived of the Holy Ghost. 

Ro 5:14  Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude of Adam’s transgression, who is the figure of him that was to come. 

1Co 15:45  And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a quickening spirit.

Adam had a mind with dominion in the likeness of his Creator.

Our heavenly Father is present in the Holy Scripture as the Master mind of all Creation even though the same credit could be given to any in the Godhead or as it is given to the complete Godhead.

Adam had a spirit in the likeness of Holy Spirit God (in the sense of being perfect and sinless).

Brethren, these are my thoughts on how Adam was made in the image and likeness of his Creator God. 

I would really like to know how you see his image and likeness. Was it that Adam was made in spirit, mind and body like the Son of God would come into the world with? That would certainly be in the image and likeness of  the us of Gen. 1:26.

If indeed this is not acceptable I think we can look at Adam after the fall in Circle II and discover some more about him.

Romans 5:14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude of Adam’s transgression, who is the figure of him that was to come.

I Cor. 15: And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a quickening spirit.

Ps 104:4  Who maketh his angels spirits; his ministers a flaming fire:

Heb 1:7  And of the angels he saith, Who maketh his angels spirits, and his ministers a flame of fire

God has created spirits which were capable of disobedience - like the angels which fell.

When God created a perfect upright Adam this perfect body, perfect mind and perfect spirit of man was capable of disobedience and he disobeyed and fell.

All fallen human beings have a fallen spirit.

Rom. 8: 7  Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. 8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.

Eph. 2: 3  Among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others.

Eph. 4: 17  This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye henceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of their mind,

All fallen human beings are alive to the human race, but dead (separated) to God, which means, that in this state man has no Spiritual understanding of or about God. He has no desire, will nor ability to ever know Spiritual things ever in this depraved state.

This is mankind state of being by virtue of having life from Adam in procreation.

This state was passed on all men. 

All fallen human beings have a mortal body.

Phil. 3: 21  Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto his glorious body, according to the working whereby he is able even to subdue all things unto himself.

Ge 5:5  And all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years: and he died.

I Cor. 15: 20 ¶  But now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the firstfruits of them that slept.

21  For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead.

22  For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.

Eph 4:30  And grieve not the holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of redemption.

No part of man’s human nature is changed or done away at regeneration.

Regeneration (borning again) is more than the Holy Spirit coming into His elect.

Ps 110:3 Thy people shall be willing in the day of thy power
Does God make a dead sinner willing to be born again?

I John 3:2 Beloved, now are we the sons of God

Regeneration is an instantaneous immediate act of God making his elect a new creature in Christ.  

This new creature goes to God who gave it when the body can no longer sustain life.

   5.  Discipleship:

A disciple is a learner. Discipleship is a now salvation. Discipleship is a salvation by His life. Discipleship is by grace through faith. Any salvation that is by the gift of faith exercised by grace to believe the faith is too late to have eternal consequences. Evidences cannot be the cause of life any more than the fruit of an apple tree can cause it to be an apple tree. Discipleship is fruit bearing. 

Lu 9:23  And he said to them all, If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross daily, and follow me. :13  Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends.

:14  Ye are my friends, if ye do whatsoever I command you.

The born-again elect may or may not be a disciple of His Saviour.  He may be a disciple of himself, of some other religion, of the church, or of Christ. Part of that depends on him hearing about Christ. 

It is the privilege of the church of Christ to find the children of God and teach them, hoping they will be blest to hear and give worship to God in Spirit and in Truth.

The good news of your eternal salvation, when believed, is the beginning of your now salvation. To tell a person what he will do or he will not be in heaven is to make him a Pharisee, a hypocrite, a judge, if he does it, or it is like putting a knife to his throat for the law is the ministration of death. It is not good news, because he can not have the abundant life by obeying commands, anymore than he can have eternal life by the same process. There is a covenant now salvation in which you may participant. There is a legal now salvation by observing rules or laws. There is a spiritual now salvation, which is the hightest form of discipleship because it is in faith which worketh by love. Rebekah chose to go with Abraham’s servant because she had heard about Isaac and was willing to go to him/Him. Love is the fulfilling of the law.

Only the child of God has the ability to grow in grace and knowledge of the truth. 

He can hear spiritual truth and believe it and understand it as God gives revelation.

The message of grace is to the new man.

The direct teaching of Holy Spirit God is to the new man. The grace of God that bringth salvation, is to the new man. 

The law of Love is written in the heart of the new man. The new man is born of Love.

Col. 3:1 If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God.

The new man needs to be in control of the body to let our light shine, to bear fruit, to walk in the Spirit, etc.

Ro 12:2  And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. This is renewing the mind of Christ to control of the body.

The carnal mind cannot be renewed.

Php 2:5  Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: This involves the will of God, for it is God that worketh in you, both to will and to do of His good pleasure. We are never without this working. 

Mt 6:33  But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.

Our Adam nature will naturally control our body as long as we feed and walk after the flesh. 

The decalogue, in any form, is the sword of death to our Adam man. 

Ro 7:12  Wherefore the law is holy, and the commandment holy, and just, and good. :14 For we know that the law is spiritual: but I am carnal, sold under sin.

:18  For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. :22  For I delight in the law of God after the inward man  :25 ...So then with the mind I myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin. (‘flesh’ means our sinful nature)

Eph. 4: 22  That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts;.  :23  And be renewed in the spirit of your mind;

:24  And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness. This is a commandment, not a request. Discipleship is a sacrifice of the love of sin in our outward man; but a wonderful victory by grace to the new man.

The message of law is for the unrighteous old man.  I Tim. 1:9  Knowing this, that the law is not made for a righteous man, ...
There is a warfare in love service to God.

The law of love written in the heart of God’s elect at regeneration. Herein we are under law to Christ. We are not without law to God.

When the love of Christ motivates us to love others we need to be taught
6a.  The Elect of God

“AT physical DEATH and waiting the Resurrection:”

Lu 23:43  And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, To day shalt thou be with me in paradise.

Acts 7:59  And they stoned Stephen, calling upon God, and saying, Lord Jesus, receive my spirit. ... :60 he fell asleep. 

Re 6:9...I saw under the altar the souls of them that were slain for the word of God, (their bodies were slain, their souls are in heaven.)

I Thess. 4:13 ¶  But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, 

(To us they are dead, but to Jesus they are asleep; the adoption will be) 

:14  For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him.

:16  and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

:17  Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, 

Joh 11:26  And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this?

The spirit and mind, the new creature, the part of them which is born of God, goes to be in the presence of Jesus Christ at death. 1Th 3:13  To the end he may stablish your hearts unblameable in holiness before God, even our Father, at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all his saints.  Matt 22:32  I am the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob? God is not the God of the dead, but of the living.
The body of God’s elect goes back to the dust from whence it came and this is called ‘sleeping in Jesus’ until the resurrection. The new creature, the new spirit and mind (soul) given in regeneration does not sleep.  The ‘mind’ of those who’s body is ‘asleep in Jesus’ is not mentioned specifically in the scripture, but the mind is in heaven as a part of the new creature for they have a conscious existence. Rev. 6:9, And when he had opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the souls of them that were slain ...:10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, How long, O Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and avenge our blood on them that dwell on the earth?

Rom. 8:23

Ec 12:7  Then shall the dust return to the earth as it was: and the spirit shall return unto God who gave it.

Matt. 27:52  And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose.... after his resurrection

Ac 13:33  God hath fulfilled the same unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again; as it is also written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.

Ac 13:37  But he, whom God raised again, saw no corruption.

Ro 4:25  Who was delivered for our offences, and was raised again for our justification. His body resurrection declared that His elect had been made legally just when his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree. 1Pe 2:24  
John 14:19...because I live, ye shall live also.

The ceremonial law was proclaimed finished when John the Baptist came preaching to Israel. Yet it was not legally finished until our Lord Jesus fulfilled it on the tree. However it was not in reality finished until A.D. 70 when God used Titus to destroy the temple and its type and shadow service. When God was through with the ceremonial law service He destroyed it. It was his institution and when it could not serve to glorify Him any longer, then He disposed of it. 

When God has used our old sin nature in this life to prove to us His love, mercy, and grace; then at death our old sin nature will be done away literally, being legally blood bought and paid for by Christ Jesus. The fallen spirit and mind of the old man will not go to God who created it, but are gone forever, never to be remembered against us anymore. 

There is a world of difference in being a creation of God like Adam before the fall and being a child of God after the fall. Adam was first made to dwell on the earth in harmony with his Creator; but after the fall he was born of God to live in heaven with God his Father. This is much mercy and great grace. God is glorified in His saints.

I believe Enoch and Elijah are bodily in heaven with God now. They did not sleep. Jesus our Lord was the first fruits of them which slept. He was the first to come from the grave in a glorified body.

The carnal mind and the carnal spirit are no more because their corruptness was paid for by Jesus on the tree. 

6 b. Those not chosen of God in Christ:
At physical death and waiting the resurrection:

The spirit and mind or soul of the unregenerate at death go to hell and stay until the resurrection. 
Luke 16:22  And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels into Abraham’s bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, .... 24 ... I am tormented in this flame.
Mal. 1:4 The people against whom the LORD hath indignation for ever.
Rom 6:23  For the wages of sin is (eternal) death; but the gift of God is eternal life
Mt 10:28  And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.
II Thes 1:8  In flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not God, ...
:9 Who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord, 

The body of the non-elect goes to the grave.
Re 20:13  And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and....delivered up the dead which were in them: 
John 5:28  Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear his voice,


The body goes to the grave to decompose and wait the general resurrection.

The carnal mind and fallen spirit goes to hell to wait the general resurrection.
7a.   At & after the Resurrection

Our bodies will be changed and not exchanged. Joh 6:39  And this is the Father’s will which hath sent me, that of all which he hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the last day.

The new man (mind and spirit)(soul) is brought back in the clouds, the body is called from the grave, glorified, united with the new man and taken to heaven to live with God forever.  This is his house ‘not made with hands’ eternal in the heavens which the new creature has longed for since regeneration.

The atoning work of Christ Jesus on the tree has brought mercy and truth together.  Righteousness and peace have kissed each other and this perfected, finalized, conformation to the image of Christ, declares God just in saving sinners.  The atoning redeeming work of Christ on the tree, justifies God to regenerate his elect and raise their bodies in the likeness of His Son, this is complete satisfaction.  of the 
non-elect:
II Peter 1:17 These are wells without water, clouds that are carried with a tempest; to whom the mist of darkness is reserved for ever.

Rev. 20:11 ¶  And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.

:12  And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works. :13  And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works. :14  And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.  :15  And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.

Matt 25:31 ¶  When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory:  :32  And before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats:  :33  And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left...  :41 ... Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels: :46....And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal. 

The bodies of the non-elect will be changed at the resurrection into a body that will be able to exist forever in torment. The mind and spirit (soul) will be reunited with their changed body and their whole person will be cast into the lake of fire. Matt. 25:41, Rev. 20:12-15 

The debt is to God. If He says blood for blood, life for life, separation for separation, death for death; then nothing else will satisfy the justice of God. Whatever God required for the eternal violation of His Holy law is what Jesus paid for His elect and it is the same as what the non-elect will suffer in eternity. 

The non-elect will suffer in hell, the lake of fire; the eternal damnation of God for the goats. I shudder to think of what Justice demands and I shudder still worse to know that if it were not for my kinsman Redeemer I would receive what He received in my place.
